Tip of the Month: for all the NEW SO’s 
1) Your primary focus is safety. Everything else is secondary. 
 
2) After the shooter leaves the match, they may not remember 
anyone else in their squad. They will remember the SO. So be nice 
and be fair. If they shoot a good stage, give them a compliment -- it 

costs you nothing and the shooter will likely remember that 
compliment for a very long time. Don't be afraid to be loud and 
emphatic if there is a safety issue ("MUZZLE!"), but don't rub it in 
unnecessarily. 
3) Shooters are not given penalties -- they earn them. But don't give 
them a hard time about it or make it a personal thing or make it a big 
deal. It's just a penalty, and we all mess up on a regular basis. 

4) We all make mistakes.  If you miscount the score on a target and 
someone else points out your error, thank them and take the correct 

gracefully.
